
AUTHORS’ GUIDELINES 
2026 BiCMOS and Compound Semiconductor Integrated Circuits and Technology Symposium (BCICTS)

IMPORTANT DATES 
Friday, May 8, 2026 – Initial Manuscripts Due (4 page paper)
Friday, July 10, 2026 – Decision E-mail Sent
FridayWednesday, September 94, 2026 – Final Manuscript Due

The completed manuscript (not to exceed 4 pages) must be received by the submission deadline. This gives the committee time to evaluate the submission before our paper selection meeting.
Manuscripts must be submitted electronically in PDF format. 
Company and governmental clearances must be obtained prior to submission.
• START EARLY! Experience has shown that the approval cycle takes longer than you think.
The manuscript must be submitted by May 8, 2026
Important notes:
· The manuscript will be copyrighted by the Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers.
· It is the author's responsibility to be sure that no unauthorized material (confidential, proprietary, trade secret, classified) is contained in the manuscript.
· Accepted manuscripts may be used for publicity purposes. Portions of these manuscripts may be quoted in magazine articles publicizing the Symposium. Please note on the submitted manuscript if this is not acceptable.

Authors will be informed of the decision on their submissions by July 10, 2026.

Best Student Paper Award 
A best student paper award will be given for a paper presented by a student. To qualify for this award, the student must be the first author and the student must orally present the paper at the symposium. The award decision will be based on the technical quality of the manuscript published in the BCICTS Proceedings, the clarity of presentation at the symposium, and an overall evaluation by the BCICTS Technical Program Committee. The award will consist of $500 plus an engraved plaque. The award will be presented at BCICTS 2027. The award winner will be announced after this year’s symposium.
Best Paper Award: 
A best paper award will be selected from the contributed papers. All contributed regular papers (non-invited papers) will automatically be considered as candidates. Symposium attendees will have an opportunity to provide feedback through a Symposium questionnaire as well as to the session chairpersons. The award decision will be based on the technical quality of the manuscript published in the BCICTS Proceedings, the clarity of presentation at the symposium, and an overall evaluation by the BCICTS Technical Program Committee. The award winner will be announced after this year's Symposium. The engraved plaque will be presented at BCICTS 2027.

PHASES OF MANUSCRIPT SUBMISSION:
INITIAL MANUSCRIPT SUBMISSION
Your contribution to BCICTS will start with a submitted initial manuscript.  This should not exceed 4 pages in length, including figures and other supporting material and should consist of results not previously published or accepted at another conference or symposium. It is this manuscript that will be the basis for whether or not the work is selected for inclusion in the symposium. Those submitting are urged to give a complete account of the work in the context of its application. The most common causes of rejection are lack of specific results, insufficient description for the work to be understood, and omission of data showing realization of the concept.
The initial manuscript should concisely and clearly state:
a. The purpose of the work
b. What specific new results have been obtained
c. How it advances the state-of-the-art or the industry
d. References to the prior state-of-the-art
These four points are critical to the evaluation of your manuscript; not addressing them in a compelling fashion significantly lowers the chance of acceptance.  We recommend including these in the introductory discussion if possible.  It is also suggested that you provide a broad summary of the specific results in the introduction, and provide the supporting details in the body of the manuscript. 
Figures are also important for your submission.  The provide the means to convey important technical details to the audience, and should contribute to telling the story. Figure captions are important; they should provide details (e.g. length and width of transistors being measured for I-V curves, frequency range for S-parameters, etc.) and can be used to further elaborate on the technical contribution being reported. The figures must be of good quality. Papers with poor-quality figures may be rejected.
All initial manuscript must use the prescribed template, available here.  Failure to use the template may result in rejection of your submission.  
Killer sentences
“We expect to have data by the time of the meeting which will support our argument….” If the present data does not support it, we will reject the paper.  Please submit next year.

FINAL MANUSCRIPT SUBMISSION
If your manuscript is selected for inclusion in the program, then you will need to prepare the “Camera-Ready” text (see table below for page limits). Please make every attempt to address any feedback you received from the review committee for your final paper and presentation. This must be submitted to the submission site by September 9, 2026.
